Knitted Bunting
This is a four row pattern, with the fourth row as a decrease row

(work in garter stitch throughout, i.e. knit each row).

Cast on 20 stitches. 

· Knit the first 3 rows

· Knit 2 together (k2tog), knit until two stitches remain, knit 2 together.

Repeat until 4 stitches remain. 

Knit 3 rows. On the next row, knit 2 together twice (i.e. k2tog, k2tog).

Cast off, sew in ends.

Crochet Bunting
Chain 20,

1. Skip the first chain, 1 double crochet (dc) in each chain along.  

2. turn work clockwise, ch1.  1dc in each st along. Skip the last stitch.

3. turn, ch1. 1dc in each st along. Skip the last stitch.

Continue in this manner until you are left with a row with just one stitch. Ch 1, sl st into last stitch. 

Cut the yarn and pull the end through the loop on the hook, pull tight to fasten off.  Sew in ends.

Abbreviations:

Sl st = slip stitch



Ch = chain stitch

Dc = double crochet stitch

Sts = stitches
